CITY OF FERNAN LAKE VILLAGE
REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING

November 14th, 2011
The Mayor called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  There was a quorum present of Council members, Myers, Tierney, Job and Jurvelin.  Staff members Cindy Espe, Charyl Stornetta, Jim Coleman and Bill Appleton were present. 
City Guests –Planning and Zoning member Rita Whiteford and newly elected council member Heidi Acuff was in attendance.

Recognize Guests – Nick Snyder from Parks and Waterways was in attendance. Mayor Elder thanked the County for their efforts working with the City on Fernan Park. There was discussion about the possible misinterpretations of the MOU with the County and Nick was asked hypothetically if the County were approached by a ski club, what the County process at that time would be. Nick responded that the County would bring any request for use and/or plan changes to the City Council for approval before moving forward on anything. He expressed the opinion that the MOU and Ordinance 105 preclude the County from making any changes at the park without the City’s approval. The County does do minor repairs and maintenance throughout the year without approval as agreed. Nick added that his staff has been on site daily from Memorial Day to Labor Day which has helped reduce transient problems within the park. Nick did let the council know that there may be some dock replacements in the future and any ideas regarding design from the City would be welcomed. The mayor said that having Nick attend meetings a couple times a year for updates may be a nice way to keep the communication lines open. Nick agreed.

October Minutes -The minutes for the October 3rd City Council meeting were reviewed.  There was a motion made by Councilmember Tierney, seconded by Councilmember Job to approve the October 3rd, 2011 minutes.    Motion carried with Jurvelin, Job, Tierney, and Myers. 

Payables and Financials. The Council reviewed the year end actual for 2010, the payables report and the Financials Report. There was a motion made by Councilmember Job, seconded by Councilmember Myers to approve the financials and payables.  Motion carried with Jurvelin, Job, Tierney, and Myers.

Engineer’s Sewer System Report-The engineer discussed the options for the meter boxes per resident which would be $1400.00, or per station which would be $1500.00 each for 38 stations. The universal rail system was discussed and Jim let the council know that would run $1500.00 each to start changing those.

City Attorney – There was discussion of existing ordinance #105 and Bill believes it may be sufficient and no changes are warranted at this time. The MOU in place is also adequate for the Fernan Park.

The attorney also reviewed the sewer agreement with the City of Cda from 1979 and there was discussion with the City Engineer Jim Coleman that the fees may need to be increased due to extra maintenance as the system becomes older. 
Mayor and Council Report– The Mayor recommended Chuck Tasca for the Planning and Zoning opening. There was a motion made by Councilmember Tierney, seconded by Councilmember Myers to appoint Chuck Tasca as the new Planning and Zoning Commission member. Motion carried with Jurvelin, Job, Tierney, and Myers.
Peck & Peck Contract -The Peck & Peck contract for snow plowing was reviewed.  There was a motion made by Councilmember Job, seconded by Councilmember Tierney to approve the Peck & Peck contract for Snow Plowing. Motion carried with Jurvelin, Job, Tierney, and Myers. 
Clerk Report –There was discussion on the 2012 contract for The Sweep. The council reviewed the term dates for the P&Z Commission. The Clerk will send a Thank You to Quality Maintenance for their excellent service and the work performed on the street repairs. The ICRMP insurance agents will be attending the December meeting to go over policy with council.

City Planner Report –There was discussion on the status of the Comprehensive Plan. The P&Z will review at November meeting and have recommendation to Council for the December meeting.

Adjournment:  The meeting was adjourned at 8:15p.m.  Motion made by Councilmember Job, seconded by Councilmember Tierney to adjourn.   Motion carried with Jurvelin, Job, Tierney, and Myers.
