ORDINANCE NUMBER 163
PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION ORDINANCE

CITY OF FERNAN LAKE VILLAGE


AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF FERNAN LAKE VILLAGE, A MUNICIPAL CORPORATION OF THE STATE OF IDAHO, THAT PROVIDES FOR DEFINITIONS, MEMBERSHIP, TERMS, COMPENSATION AND DUTIES OF THE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION, PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY, REPEALING CONFLICTING ORDINANCES AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF FERNAN LAKE VILLAGE, IDAHO:

Section 1:  That Article 6 of the Fernan Lake Village Development Code shall be, and the same is amended as follows:
Article 6
Establishment of the Planning and Zoning Commission

Section 6.01
Creation of the Planning and Zoning Commission

There is hereby created and established a Planning and Zoning Commission of the City of Fernan lake Village.

Section 6.02
Membership and Terms
Terms--There shall be appointed by the Mayor, subject to the confirmation of the Council, five (5) members of such Commission. Commission members shall serve staggered terms of three (3) years, in order to provide for the annual appointment of at least one member. Vacancies that occur shall be appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by a majority vote of the City Council.  No person shall serve more than two (2) full consecutive terms without specific concurrence by two-thirds (2/3) of the city council adopted by motion and recorded in the minutes. Vacancies that occur other than through the expiration of terms shall be filled in the same manner as the original appointment. Members may be removed for cause by a majority vote of the city council. Cause shall include, but is not limited to failure to fulfill the fiduciary duties as delineated in this Section, and failure to attend regularly scheduled Planning Commission meetings.  
Section 6.03 Organization, Rules, Meetings, Compensation and Expenditures

1.
Organization -- Each commission shall elect a chairman and create and fill any other office that it may deem necessary. A commission may establish subcommittees, advisory committees or neighborhood groups to advise and assist in carrying out the responsibilities under this chapter. A commission may appoint nonvoting ex officio advisors as may be deemed necessary.

2.
Rules, Records, and Meetings -- Written organization papers or bylaws consistent with this chapter and other laws of the state for the transaction of business of the commission shall be adopted. A record of meetings, hearings, resolutions, studies, findings, permits, and actions taken shall be maintained. All meetings and records shall be open to the public. At least one (1) regular meeting shall be held each month for not less than nine (9) months in a year. A majority of currently-appointed voting members of the commission shall constitute a quorum.

3.
Compensation, Expenditures and Staff -- Commission members may receive such mileage and per diem compensation as provided by the city council. If a city council exercises these powers, its members shall be entitled to no additional mileage or per diem compensation.  With approval of a city council through the legally required budgetary process, the commission may receive and expend funds, goods, and services from the federal government or agencies and instrumentalities of state or local governments or from civic and private sources and may contract with these entities and provide information and reports as necessary to secure aid. Expenditures by a commission shall be within the amounts appropriated by a city council. Within such limits, any commission is authorized to hire or contract with employees and technical advisors, including, but not limited to, planners, engineers, architects, and legal assistants.

Section 6.04
Commission Duties

1.
It shall be the duty of the planning or planning and zoning commission to conduct a comprehensive planning process designed to prepare, implement, and review and update a comprehensive plan, hereafter referred to as the plan. The plan shall include all land within the jurisdiction of the city council. The plan shall consider previous and existing conditions, trends, desirable goals and objectives, or desirable future situations for each planning component. The plan with maps, charts, and reports shall be based on the following components as they may apply to land use regulations and actions unless the plan specifies reasons why a particular component is unneeded.

2.
As part of the planning process, a planning or zoning commission shall provide for citizen meetings, hearings, surveys, or other methods, to obtain advice on the planning process, plan, and implementation. The commission may also conduct informational meetings and consult with public officials and agencies, public utility companies, and civic, educational, professional, or other organizations. As part of the planning process, the commission shall endeavor to promote a public interest in and understanding of the commission’s activities.

3.
It shall also be the duty of the Commission to recommend to the City Council: 

a.
Amendments to existing regulations, standards and restrictions related to the use of land and building within the boundaries of the City.
b.
Applications for variances, subdivisions, zone changes, and special and conditional use permits.

c.
Area of City Impact agreements.
d.
Appeals of interpretations on land and building by the City Clerk or Planning Administrator.
SECTION 2:  SEVERABILITY

Should any section, clause, or provision of this Ordinance be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, it shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance.

SECTION 3:  CONFLICTING ORDINANCE PROVISIONS

If any conflict occurs between this Ordinance and provisions of the other City Ordinances, the more restrictive Ordinance shall take precedence.

SECTION 4:  EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall take effect and be in full force upon its passage, approval, and publication in accordance with law.
